Instructions

Create a four-slide Virtual Field Trip on a pre-approved topic.  Do not use the following topics:  music, music artists, bands, rappers, Hollywood celebrities, actors, actresses, games, skateboarding, or weapons.  Use school-appropriate text and school-appropriate pictures from Clip Art, Clips Online, or the Internet.  Visit and use school-appropriate web sites.  Include a slide transition and custom animation on all slides.

2. Draw and design a button and link that button to a web site.
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Slide 4:  Ending Slide

1. Design an interesting, unique closing to your presentation.

2. Link text, a picture, Word Art or an AutoShape to at least 1 web site.

3. Draw and design an Action Button and link that button to slide 1.

Evaluation

Slides 1-4:  40 points for following directions on each slide (10 points per slide).  Slides are fully designed with appropriate placement of pictures and text on each slide.  It is apparent that your best effort was used to create the field trip.
